
Moving forward: looking 
at the big picture

Activities at both national and 
international levels have begun to 
produce tangible results, as shown in 
the “Alliance stories” on these pages. 
Both the International Alliance and its 
National Alliances are well positioned 
for moving forward and looking for 
opportunities to increase their impact 
by strengthening current activities and 
establishing new ones.

The International Alliance 
members agreed to: 

n	 broaden membership to include all 
influential international institutions 
committed to ending chronic hunger 
and malnutrition;

n	 increase support to National Alliances 
and strengthen capacity for advocacy 
and fund raising;

n	 develop simple but powerful 
joint messages, targeting relative 
international events and, eventually, 
orchestrating a global campaign; 

n	 develop practical support tools, 
including publications and training 
materials and a more interactive Web 
site that will improve communication 
among Alliances.

The National Alliances will:

n	 offer capacity building and leadership 
training to improve advocacy in areas 
such as Right to Food, food security 
and nutrition policy; 

n	 establish relationships with the 
country-level programmes of 
International Alliance members;   

n	 participate in regional and 
international activities to develop 
cooperation among Alliance 
members and between civil society 
and government institutions; 

n	 establish Regional Alliances to bring 
National Alliance members together; 

n	 expand twinning activities.
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Alliance story – Brazil
The Brazilian experience has greatly inspired the 
founders of the International Alliance against 
Hunger. Brazil’s Zero Hunger Programme (Fome Cero), 
launched in 2002 by President Lula provides visible 
evidence that, given political will and competent 
institutions, it is feasible to reduce hunger levels very 
rapidly. One of the programme components provides 
an allowance of about US$30 per month that now 
reaches more than 11 million of Brazil’s poorest 
families, raising their income by 21 percent and 
enabling them to eat better. The programme, which 

also supports school meals and small-scale farming, has 
shown that such activities generate political support 
(Lula was re-elected); are affordable (the cost was 
only 2 percent of the national budget or 0.4 percent 
of GDP); generate economic benefits; and result in 
nutritional improvements. Brazil’s National Alliance 
– the National Council for Food and Nutrition Security 
(CONSEA) – has played a very important role in setting 
the programme in a Right to Food framework and 
in engaging civil society in setting policies. To make 
results sustainable, the programme now gives greater 
emphasis to nutrition education, skills training and 
redistribution of land to small-scale farmers.
